For the spring of 2010, Eastport Strings Artistic Director, Alice St. Clair, has invited a
student quartet from the New England Conservatory to Eastport. This group of semi-
professionals will work with three Eastport Strings quartets during a weeklong inten-
sive learning program. Within this week, the NEC quartet will work with local students
and community members, along with presenting two concerts. Alice St. Clair initiated
